	Major Modifications Definition: Modifications to the inside of the client’s primary residence to allow access to all essential rooms. Usually involves the alteration of doors and doorways.

Clinical indicators for provision of an access modification: 
An internal access modification will only be provided with authorisation from the specified delegate(s) and when it can be demonstrated that one or more of the following tasks impact on any of the Key Approval Criteria for Home Modifications:
· Access: The client is unable to safely access all essential areas of their primary residence.
AND when:

· All the General Home Modification and Major Home Modification criteria are met.

· Modification of equipment has also been considered but modification of the home is the most cost-effective and clinically appropriate solution.
Home modifications will adhere to Australian Standard 1428.1 as far as reasonably possible. If space restrictions or unique and specific needs of the client do not allow for adherence with AS 1428.1, this must be thoroughly documented by the prescribing clinician. 
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
