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Due to the complexity of prescription, either the DCSI clinic (technician and / or specialist) or supplier must always be accessed for prescription of these items

· Type 2, 3 and 4 Manual Wheelchairs 

· Type 4 seating 

· Type 1, 2, 3 and 4 Powered Wheelchairs 

· Type 3 and 4 Mobile Shower Commodes

The clinic or supplier is recommended for prescription of the following equipment:

· Type 3 seating 

· Scooters

The clinic can be accessed for the following items as required: 

· Type 1 Manual Wheelchairs 

· Type 1 and 2 seating 

· Type 1 and 2 Mobile Shower Commodes 

· Modifications or accessories to wheelchairs or scooters
